SHOES

(No trainers (unless on PE days), no heels, no open toes, 
no Ugg Boots) 

PE AND SPORTS KIT

OTHER 

➢ A simple watch and small stud or sleeper earrings may be worn to school, BUT for 
the health and safety of the wearer and others, NO earrings or other jewellery will be 
worn during PE, swimming, or games.

➢ All Hair accessories should be blue, white/silver or black.  
➢ Children should not have hair lines, patterned haircuts or dyed hair 
➢ Children should not have any beads in their hair  
➢ Long hair braids / plaits should be tied back and hair should not over the eyes or face 
➢ Haircuts should always be tidy and not serve as a distraction to others.
