HISTORY  
Our topic this half term is ‘Freedom and Justice’.  We will explore and explain the concepts of justice and freedom 

and their significance in society. We will consider what religions teach about forgiveness and how reconciliation may 
take place. We will also be investigating freedom, oppression and people who have fought for freedom worldwide. 

 
 

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION 
In RE we will be learning about Creation. We will 

reflect on the story of Creation and develop our 

personal responses. We will identify how God calls us 

to care and respect his creation and explore God’s 

covenants with Noah, Abraham and the Israelites 

before learning about the New Covenant. Furthermore 

Year 5 will be exploring the Catholic Social Teaching 

principle of Preferential Option for the Poor this year. 

 

 

SCIENCE 
In Science we will explore the topic  
Forces. We will investigate falling  
objects and raise questions about  
the effects of different forces such  
as air resistance and friction on  
movement and find out how this  
slows or stops moving objects. We  
will also learn about levers, pulleys  
and gears and identify how these  
work with real-life objects. 

  
 

COMPUTING 
In Computing children will begin with quizing. This unit 
will introduce the process of designing and creating 
interactive quizzes. We wil then progress to databases. 

SPORTS AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
In PE this term, we will develop our physical coordination 

skills through a range of games. 

ART  
In Art this term, children will be  

introduced the artist Bisa Butler.  

Experiment with different types  

of collage eg 3D collage and papier  

collé.  Children will then go on to  

create an imaginative piece of work  

to create a collage of an inspirational  

person in her style.
