HISTORY - GEOGRAPHY 
Our topic this half term is ‘Ingenious Inventions’ and we will be learning about Britons from the Stone Age to the 

Iron Age. We will be learning about what life was like in Br itain thousands of years ago for  ear ly hunter -
gatherers and how archaeologists use clues to tell us this. We will investigate what it meant to discover bronze and iron 

and how society changed from roaming groups to farming settlements. 
 

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION 
In RE we will be learning about Advent and Epiphany. 
We will begin the topic learning about the prophets and 
their message. We will discuss how John the Baptist 
prepared for Jesus’ birth. To recognise and live out the 
message of Christmas we will plan a project to raise 
money for a charity. We will learn about the clues 
Epiphany gives us about Jesus’s life.  

SCIENCE 
This term our topic will be Forces and M  agnets, we 
will ask questions which will be answered by planning 
and conducting a fair test. We will record our results and 
draw conclusions from our results. We will explore the 
push and pull forces that act on an object and how this 
changes depending on the surface it is moving over. We 
will ask and answer questions about the forces of mag-
nets, investigate objects, which are magnetic and non-
magnetic, explore the poles of a magnet.  
 

COMPUTING 
Computing this term will be closely linked to our topic 
work. Children will learn how best to use a computer 
for research purposes and how to find trustworthy in-
formation and to take notes. These skills will be used to 
help create our own Stone Age fact files.  

SPORTS AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
This term’s focus is on the skills that are involved in hockey 
and dance; we will develop our confidence in hockey and 
our co-ordination in dance.  

MUSIC 
This half term, we will be learning about the Baroque 
Period in music history, which took place between the 
years 1600 and 1750 in Europe. As well as examining 
some of the key composers of the era.

WRITING AND READING 
The children will be exploring the early stages of reading and 
writing this term. They will engage in activities such as: 
Role play, Animal characteristics, first person story telling, 
Book talk, Writing a story book and will continue to learn the 
sounds of the alphabet following the Ruth Miskin scheme. 
 
Good quality picture and information books will be used to 
capture the children's experiences and imagination.  Books 
include:  Naughty Bus, Oi! Get Off Our Train, Mr Gumpy’s 
Outing, Diggers and Dumpers, The Train Ride, Tremendous 
Tractors and A to Z Transport. 

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION 
In RE we will be introducing the topic ‘To the ends of the Earth.’. The children will be learning about 
Jesus rising from the dead and then returning to his Father on Ascension day.  They will also learn about 
the story of Pentecost Sunday.  They will find out about how Jesus’ friends cared for each other.  They 
will get involved in drama activities to consolidate their learning and be encouraged to write their own 
prayers and lead in prayers.    

EXPRESSIVE ARTS AND DESIGN 
This term the children will be exploring a range of cre-
ative and messy  artwork.  These include: 
Art: Using simple tools and techniques competently 
and appropriately. To create 2D and 3D artwork. 
Singing: To confidently express their feelings through 
singing and dancing.   
Music: Representing their own ideas, thoughts and 
feelings through music using and making their own 
instruments.   
Role Play: Introducing a storyline or narrative into 
their play and to be confident actors and actresses.   

COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE 
Communication and language will be incorporated in 
everything we do throughout the day.  This will be the 
bed rock of all areas of learning. 
The children will learn to: 
Play cooperatively in larger groups, engage in more role 

play activities., begin to negotiate and solve simple  

problems for themselves, ask and  ask and answer   

questions  appropriately and gain more confidence when 

talking in    

larger groups.                

COMPUTING 
The children will be developing their mouse control 
and  keyboard skills to complete a range of different 
programmes throughout this half term. 

SPORTS AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
This term’s focus is on throwing and catching. The children 
will work on balancing in different ways before moving on to 
rolling and throwing beanbags and different sized balls      
accurately.   They will learn about the importance of exercise 
and having a healthy diet.   

UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD 
This half term the children will be looking at different    
countries and cultures. They will talk about the similarities 
and differences between countries and cultures as we
